Aquatic & Wellness Centre
The new Aquatic & Wellness Centre will 
feature an eight-lane, 25-metre-long 
pool, leisure pool, walking indoor track, 
gymnasium, and wellness centre. At a cost of 
$50 million, it is the largest capital project in 
the Town’s history. Construction is underway 
with an anticipated opening of fall 2025.

Lamont Sports Park
Once complete, the Lamont Sports Park will 
have six baseball diamonds, an accessible 
playground, pavilions, washrooms and 
excellent walking trail connectivity to 
downtown Port Elgin. Built to attract baseball 
tournaments and local leagues alike, this state-
of-the-art facility will serve baseball lovers for 
decades. Most of the park is already complete 
with additional amenities to open in 2026.
