Incentives

Medical Clinics
Saugeen Shores has two medical buildings. 
Port Elgin’s Dr. Earl Health Centre, operating 
under the Family Health Network (FHN) model, 
is situated at the edge of the commercial core 
and offers individual practice hubs. The Saugeen 
Shores Medical Building, operating under the 
Family Health Organization (FHO) model, is 
adjacent to the local hospital and is a short two 
blocks from Southampton’s downtown. Both offer 
office and clinical space in Town-owned facilities.
